1. In an email dated 25 February 2011 Action for Employment (A4E) informed the Claimant that, after
consultation with the Defendant, it was agreed that transferring him to the Holloway Road branch of A4E was not
appropriate. This decision was taken following an incident that A4E say in the email occurred when the Claimant
attended the Holloway site. In this email A4E also declare that "A4E will not override the decision taken by
Jobcentre Plus at this time" (a copy of the email is contained in Supporting Documents, pp. 2-4).

3. The Claimant's letter dated 28 February 2011, detailing his subject access request, was responded to by the
Defendant on 7 March 2011. This letter merely stated that the Claimant's request had been passed to the
Defendant's data controller (a copy of the letter is contained in Supporting Documents, p. 7).

4. On 9 April 2011 the Claimant sent the Defendant a reminder letter by recorded delivery (a copy of this letter is
contained in Supporting Documents, p. 8).

5. On 15 April 2011 the Defendant responded to the Claimant's subject access request. The letter of 15 April
2011 clearly infers that the Defendant did not take the decision that transferring the Claimant to the Holloway
Road branch of AAE was not appropriate. However, this decision could only have been taken by the Defendant:
since the Claimant was transferred from the Holloway site to the Camden branch of A4E, he has repeatedly
requested that A4E transfer him back to the Holloway site due to ease of travel, however, A4E have always turned
down the Claimant's transfer request because, as noted in paragraph 1 above, "A4E will not override the decision
taken by Jobcentre Plus at this time" (a copy of the Defendant's response is contained in Supporting Documents,
pp. 9-15).
